A $4 million, two-phase
renovation will completely

transform the Fonthill Branch.
Phase One, fully funded by

the Town of Pelham, will
begin in 2026.

Locations & Hours

Lincoln Pelham Public Library is on the traditional lands and territories of the Hatiwendaronk,
Haudenosaunee, and Anishinaabeg, including the Mississaugas of the Credit First Nation and the Six
Nations of the Grand River, many of whom continue to live and work here today. This territory is
covered by the Upper Canada Treaties (No. 3) and by the Dish with One Spoon Wampum agreement.

Lincoln Pelham Public Library recognizes the contributions and stewardship of all Indigenous Peoples,
including First Nations, Métis, and Inuit.
